Our
location is guaranteed to encourage you to fully concentrate on learning how to
facilitate SoulCollage® groups in a variety of settings and share your passion for
this process with your community. Take time and enjoy the high desert
surroundings as you delve deeper into this intuitive, creative process!

SoulCollage® is an intuitive, creative process of creating a deck of collaged cards,
with each card referring to a part of your SELF. By identifying and accepting all
the parts that make up your personality, your talents, your strengths, weaknesses,
guides, network...you develop a greater understanding and appreciation of how
you are one person with many parts; one community within our nation; one
world among many solar systems etc. Your deck of cards is your unique
reflection of yourself in the world, to be used for meditation and guidance.

As you delve deeper into your SoulCollage® practice, perhaps you feel ready to
take this process out into your world. This training will give you the ability to lead
SoulCollage® workshops and groups within your community.

If you are interested in combining your interest in personal growth with the
healing power of the arts, then this training could be for you!



In this Facilitator Training, you will get a deeper understanding of the many ways
to offer SoulCollage® workshops to groups and individuals. Learn how to listen
with 2 minds.... the beginner’s mind as well as the Facilitator’s mind. Find out
what is involved in creating a safe space for people to do this deep, exploratory,
and yet fun process.

Although there will be some time for making new cards, in the Facilitator
Training we will focus on preparing you to be a wonderful facilitator, rather than
card-making. One area that we will focus on is making the most of your cards,
and using them for readings. In this way you use your intuition and “read” your
cards for guidance and self-knowledge. You will participate in an actual reading,
trying all 4 roles (and you will learn more about what these roles are in the
training.) Discover ways of asking open-ended questions that cannot be answered
with a simple “yes” or “no” answer.

An important part of creating a successful workshop is to use marketing to your
best advantage. In the training, you will learn more about using the internet and
other marketing tools to promote your SoulCollage® offerings; joining and using
the Facilitators yahoo group; writing up a listing for your workshops to be posted
on the SoulCollage website; what is involved in organizing an exhibition of
SoulCollage cards; and much more.

You will receive a certificate of completion at the end of the Training. Once you
receive your certificate, you may use the SoulCollage® trademark and logo in
doing individual or group work according to the Principles of SoulCollage®.
Thus, SoulCollage trains, rather than "certifies", facilitators. To receive a
"Certificate of Completion" you must attend the training from start to finish.

CEUs

This course meets the qualifications for 18 hours of continuing
education credit for MFTs and/or LCSWs as required by the
California Board of Behavioral Sciences. A certificate of
attendance will be provided by SoulCollage Inc. #4889. Any
participant who is licensed in another state must check with that
state’s licensing board to determine if credits granted in this course
will be accepted by that board.



Schedule and What To Bring

The Facilitator Training begins at 2:00 on Friday and ends after lunch at 1:00 on
Sunday. There are sessions Friday and Saturday evenings until 9:00pm.

Be sure to bring all your SoulCollage cards (or as many as you can bring
comfortably.) Images will be provided; however you are welcome and encouraged
to bring images or magazines from your local area to share with the group. If you
are using 5 x 8 inch cards, there will be blanks provided. If your cards are another
size, bring some blanks. Glue, scissors and some xacto knives will be provided,
but you can bring your own if you have special ones you like to use.

Bring layers of clothes as the weather can vary, and anything you might need to
make yourself comfortable during long periods of sitting. You might like to have
a refillable water bottle, your journal, and perhaps a flashlight for those late night
or early morning walks.
We will be meeting at my new 1000 square foot studio in Prescott, AZ.
Housing options will be up to you. There are rooms available at many hotels,
motels, and bed & breakfasts in the Prescott area, within a 10-20 minute drive.
Please prepare for the training by:

Deck" (it describes two additional cards which were added after the first book
was published.) A copy of this article will be sent upon registration.

% Reading and familiarizing yourself with the “Principles of SoulCollage®”

and “Guidelines”, both of which are available on the SoulCollage® website.

% Making a few cards in each suit for your own SoulCollage® deck .



These preparations are important so that you can experience your own card-
making process before working with others who are learning to facilitate this
process.

No degree or certification is required to take this training.

Kat Kirby will lead you through the training weekend, using her unique, warm,
encouraging style and her experience of facilitating SoulCollage® workshops
over the past six years.
